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Workforce development programs are seriously under-funded.

» targeted programs to provide job training to displaced Latino workers, new entrants into the
workforce, or high school students who are not intending to go to college;

the strict monitoring of job training programs so they provide meaningful training in areas where
employment will be available in the future.
